For some students, self-worth can be so
dependent on how they think other people see them. Others think it comes from success in
their work. Still, others think it is about attractiveness to others or having plenty of money.

These pathways to self-worth are in fact dead ends. Parents and teachers have a most
important role during these times of assessment and reporting. It is their responsibility to
ensure that we do not sdll our souls to the grade-givers of thisworld.

From your own experience you would know that those who care for you become present to
you in a special way. When they listen, they listen to you. When they speak you know they
speak to you. They accept you and encourage you to take your own life seriously and to trust
in your choices. Therein lies the path to self-worth.
