Pathways at LCC



What is VCE
- The Victorian Certificate of Education is the highest Victorian qualification delivered by 

secondary schools. 

- Directed at Year 11 and 12 students

- Offers a diverse range of pathways into further education, vocational studies and education.



VCE Eligibility
What is Required?

Satisfactory completion of 16 units across, this must include: 

- Satisfactory results in at least three units from the English Group (English, English 

Language or Literature), including a unit 3&4 sequence 

- Excluding English requirement, satisfactory completion of three further unit 3&4 

sequences (6 Units)

- Remaining 7 units can be from units 1 to 4.



SAC Reschedules
Reasons for Assessment Reschedules for VCE students, and evidence to support absence

• Student illness or injury (medical certificate or hospital record)

• Hospitalisation or major medical treatment (medical certificate or hospital record)

• Serious family incident or trauma (e.g., death or critical illness of immediate family—death notice or hospital letter)

• Major accident or personal crisis (police report or other official documentation)

• School-organised activities only in exceptional cases (must be pre-approved by the school)

Reasons not approved: 

• Family holidays

• Part time work for students

• Sporting commitments

• Pre-booked appointments or concerts



SAC Reschedules

Students requiring assessment reschedules must complete paperwork and return signed forms 

accompanied by documented evidence to Student Services. 

Reschedules for Year 11 and Year 12 assessments must take place during: 

- Long HR (Thursdays P3 - SSC) 

- Year 12 Personal Learning (Wednesdays and Thursdays P4)

Further times are currently being investigated. 



Study/Homework
VCAA states most VCE studies involve 4–5 hours of classes per week per study, and you should spend 

a similar 4–5 hours per week on study/home learning for that study. 

The VCE administrative material also notes each VCE unit involves at least 50 hours of self-directed 

learning 

(i.e. roughly the same out-of-class time over the semester). 

So, for a Year 12 student with a standard program:

• 5 studies: 40–50 hours/week total (20–25 class + 20–25 home study).



SACs/SATs and Ranking

• School based assessment (SACs and/or SATS) are created for our cohorts by teaching teams. 

• The results are moderated, and student ranking is submitted to VCAA.

• Student ranking is then externally moderated using Exams and the GAT. 



Study Score Scores
Study scores for VCE units are based on scores for the Graded Assessments and indicate how well 
the student performed in relation to all others who undertook the study throughout the state. 

Fifty is the maximum study score. For studies with large enrolments (1000 or greater), the following 
table shows the approximate proportion of students who achieve a study score on or above the 
stated values. For studies with fewer enrolments, the proportions may vary slightly.

The GAT
External moderator

The General Achievement Test is sat by all unit VCE unit 3&4 student. 

What does the GAT do for students: 

- Used to moderate student SAC/SAT results, checks that they have been fairly marked 

by their teachers

- Used to check anomalies on other external assessments (Exams)

- Used to calculate a students Derived Exam Score (DES)

SCHOLARSHIPS – ($$$)
VTAC Scholarships – Students will complete 1 application through VTAC. They will be 
automatically considered for many institution scholarships.

Students will complete their VTAC Scholarship application when VTAC opens in August.

Other Scholarships – Students will need to apply for these individually and directly to the 
institution or Government body that has issued the scholarship. These take more time, but 
your chances are generally much higher as fewer students are applying.

These scholarships have varied open and closing dates. Scholarships are often advertised in the 
Careers newsletter. 



• Open at different times throughout the year

• Not all Universities offer these programs

• Not all courses are available

• Most offers are conditional, meaning that students are still required to meet certain criteria, for 

example, the required study scores and  minimum ATAR requirements

• Students are not locked into a course if they apply early

• There are no real disadvantages to applying for these programs

PATHWAY COURSES
• Related Bachelor Degree with a lower ATAR requirement
• Diploma/Certificate level qualifications from a TAFE or Dual Sector University
• Federation University - FAST Program 

Based on current evidence, FAST provides a more supported and structured pathway, leading to:

• stronger first-year performance
• better retention
• higher confidence and engagement
• smoother transition into university learning



HECS-HELP and CSP Places
If you are enrolled in a CSP, you could 
apply for a HECS-HELP loan on or before 
the census date to cover your student 
contribution amount, or you could pay it 
upfront directly to your provider.

• You must make a compulsory 
repayment against your HELP debt 
when you start earning above 
the compulsory repayment threshold 
(67,000 in 2025-26).

• You can also make voluntary 
repayments to the ATO at any time to 
reduce the amount of your HELP 
debt.
